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Steps to protect the nest:
Make a fence surrounding
the nest with a sufficient
diameter so your dog
cannot reach the nest by
placing his paws under
the fence. Cut 2 arches 8
inches tall by 6 inches wide
in fence at opposite ends.
Stake the fence down and
leave it alone. Mom only
comes once or twice a day
to feed them. This does not
mean they are orphaned.
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
