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found it or, if you found
it in the street, move it
to nearby grass.
Continuosly watch for
an hour from a distance.
If the parent bird comes
down to feed the bird
during that time, leave it
alone - it is not orphaned.
If you do not see a parent
bird feed the baby during
the hour call a licensed
wildlife rehabilitator. DO
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
