Try covering a wide board 
with carpet or towels and 
put one end of the board 
into the window well with 
the other end sticking out 
from the top of the window 
well. Place the board so 

that the angle of the board 
is minimized to make it 
easier for the animal to 

climb out. Skunks, 
raccoons and opossums 
are all nocturnal, so the 
animal probably won't 

leave until nightfall. If the 
animal is still in your 
window well the next 

morning, DO NOT FEED 
OR GIVE WATER but 
call a licensed wildlife 

rehabilitator for additional 
advice.

Remove the baby animal 
from the window well. DO 

NOT FEED OR GIVE 
WATER. Follow the "I 

Found a…." decision tree/
fact sheet for the 

appropriate species.
